HOW TO GET INVOLVED: Registration for a
15-player team in the Recreational Bracket is $850, a
charitable donation to DC SCORES.

GAMES: Each team will play at least three and no
more than six 7v7 games on the turf fields of the
Maryland SoccerPlex.

TEAMS: Fifteen is the maximum number of people al-
lowed on a roster. Teams will play with six field players
and one goalkeeper and may have no more than five
players of either gender on the field at any one time.

EXTRAS: Each team will receive tournament T-shirts
as well as 15 tickets to that evening’s Washington
Freedom game and 10 tickets to a D.C. United game
later during the summer.
